PET POLICY

Resolution #1

WHEREAS, Section _6.7___ of the Association Declaration grants the general
power to create additional rules and regulations for the Association to the Board
of Directors,; and

LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT in order to ensure that the rights of owners to keep
pets and the rights of other owners shall be respected, the Board of Directors
establishes a policy as follows:

g

Unit owners are limited to TWO pets and such pets shall be a dog, cat
or aquarium fish. Other traditional household pets may be allowed with
specific approval of the AVCOA Board of Directors.

All pets shall be registered with the Board of Directors.
No pets shall be kept or bred for commercial purposes.
Pets may not exceed 25 pounds fully grown.

In all common areas including oawners limited common areas of
entrances, decks and patios, Pets shall always be attended and
leashed at all times. Pets shall not be leashed to common areas or
limited common areas of the property at any time.

No dogs are allowed to run free outside of unit owner's residence. No
dog runs, cages or dog houses are allowed on the common area.

No pets are allowed in the Clubhouse or Pool area.

Pet owners shall tag all dogs and cats showing at minimum the
owner's name and telephone number, this is necessary even though
the pet may have a microchip implant.

Pet owners shall promptly remove all of pet's excrement or other solid
waste deposited on any portion of the property. Such waste shall be
bagged, tied and placed in a trash receptacle. Pets are not allowed to
urinate or defecate on porches or patios.
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All damage created by a pet is the sole responsibility of the pet owner
or the property owner if the pet owner is a renter. Damage to
association property will be repaired by the association and reasonable
repair costs billed to the property owner.

All pets shall be registered and inoculated as required by local law.

Pet owners shall be responsible to keep their pet quiet during the
hours of 9pm to 9am and limit excessive and repeated pet noise during
all other hours. Pet noise can infringe upon the peaceful enjoyment of
the property by other unit owners. A pet may be viewed as annoying
or offensive by another unit owner and the offended unit owner may
make a complaint as detailed below. The offending property owner
may be subject to fines or other action for excessive pet noise.

Certain dog breeds and types are not allowed on the property. These
breeds include purebreds and variations on Rottweiler, Pitt Bull Terrier,
Doberman, Mastiff, Akita, German Shepherd and any other dog bred
or trained as an attack dog. Any dog of this type found on the property
is subject to immediate removal and detainment.

Complaint Procedure. If a pet is offensive or the pet owner is in violation of the
above policies, the offended party should first talk with the pet owner and request
correction. If the offense continues, written details should be submitted to the
Board of Directors (or Property Manager) explaining the offense, time, place, pet
description, pet owner's name and address.

Upon receiving a written complaint, the Board of Directors or
Property Manager shall promptly notify the pet owner (or unit owner
if the pet owner is a renter) in writing that they can be subject to a
fine of $35.00 for each violation of the pet policy and an additional
fine $15.00 per day until the violation is remedied.

If after an additional 10 days from written notification, a second
written complaint is received against the pet owner, the Board of
Directors or Property Manager shall fine the Unit owner $35.00 per
violation of the pet policy and an additional $15.00 per day fine until
the violation is remedied. The per day fine shall begin from the date
of Board of Directors or Property Manager's receipt of the second
written complaint.

Pet Removal Provision. Pets that repeatedly violate this policy may be
required to be permanently removed from the property at the sole discretion of
the Board of Directors. In such case, the pet owner (or the property owner if the
pet owner is a renter) will be given a 15 day notice to remove the pet from the
