PARKING and VEHICLE POLICY

Resolution #2

WHEREAS, Section _6.7__ of the Association Declaration grants the general
power to create additional rules and regulations for the Association to the Board
of Directors,; and

LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT in order to ensure that owners enjoy parking
privileges and the parking rights of other owners shall be respected, the Board of
Directors establishes a policy as follows:

1.

Unit owners are limited to no more than TWO non-guest passenger
vehicles parked on association property at any one time.

Unit owners shall park their primary vehicle in their Designated Parking
space. Any secondary vehicle may be parked in a non-marked Open
space on a first come first serve basis. A Unit owner's secondary
vehicle may not be parked for more than five consecutive days without
moving parking spaces. Open space is not car storage and all
seasonal or occasionally used vehicles must be stored off-site.

Guest Parking:

a. Guest parking is defined as a non-resident visitor parking for a
period less than 24 hours. Any longer term visitor parking should
use available street parking outside of association property.

b. Guests who park in an owner's designated parking space without
permission are subject to towing without warning.

No trailers, campers, boats or trucks greater than one-ton or other
recreational and commercial/industrial vehicles shall be parked on
association property. Temporary (under 12 hours) commercial vendor
vehicle parking is allowed during work performed.

All vehicles shall be fully operational, have current licensing and
registration tags. No broken windows, flat tires or partially
painted/primered exteriors are permitted.

No car washing, changing of oil or other car maintenance is allowed on
the property.



b Professionally manufactured and fitted car covers are permitted.
Tarps and home made car covers are prohibited.

8. Parking in non-designated parking spaces is prohibited. No parking is
allowed along sidewalks or curbs at any time.

9. Unit owners shall register their vehicles parked on association property
with the Board of Directors. Registration to include owners name and
vehicle make, model and license plate number.

10.  All damage created by an owner vehicle or guest of owner vehicle is
the sole responsibility of the Unit owner or the property owner if the
vehicle owner is a renter or guest of renter. Damage to association
property will be repaired by the association and reasonable repair
costs billed to the property owner.

11.  Unit owner or guest vehicles that are in violation of above policy points
4 or 9 may be towed without warning at the sole discretion of any
member of the Board of Directors. All towing charges are the
responsibility of the unit owner associated with the vehicle.

12.  Unit owners are responsible for their guests and/or renters. Ay vehicle
related charges incurred by the guest and/or renters shall be the
responsibility of the unit owner.

Complaint Procedure. If a unit owner's parking habits is in violation of the
above policies, an offended unit owner should first talk with the vehicle owner
and request correction. If the offense continues, written details should be
submitted to the Board of Directors (or Property Manager) explaining the offense,
time, place, vehicle description and vehicle owner's name and address.

1. Upon receiving a written complaint, the Board of Directors or
Property Manager shall promptly notify the vehicle owner (or unit
owner if the vehicle owner is a renter) in writing that they can be
subject to a fine of $35.00 for each violation of the parking and
vehicle policy and an additional fine $15.00 per day until the
violation is remedied.

2. If after an additional 10 days from written notification, a second
written complaint is received against the vehicle owner, the Board
of Directors or Property Manager shall fine the Unit owner $35.00
per violation of the parking and vehicle policy and an additional
$15.00 per day fine until the violation is remedied. The per day fine
shall begin from the date of Board of Directors or Property
Manager's receipt of the second written complaint.
