DECK, PATIO and ENTRANCE POLICY

Resolution #3

WHEREAS, Section 6.7 __ of the Association Declaration grants the general
power to create additional rules and regulations for the Association to the Board
of Directors,; and

LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT in order to ensure that owners enjoy the use of
patios, decks and entrances and the rights of other owners shall be respected,
the Board of Directors establishes a policy as follows:

Adjacent decks, patios and the entrances to individual condominium
units in Ashbrook Village are here-in defined as Limited Use Common
Areas. These LUCAs exist for the benefit of the Unit attached to the
LUCA, but each LUCA is the property of the Ashbrook Village
Condominium Owners' Association.

LUCAs shall be reserved for the sole use of the unit owner whose unit
is attached to the deck, patio or entrance. LUCAs do not extend into
landscaped areas or beyond the physical deck or patio, those are full
common areas and can be enjoyed by all unit owners.

Only furniture intended and designed for outdoor use may be allowed
on decks and patios. No fumiture is allowed to be placed at a unit's
entrance. No patio umbrellas are allowed on any LUCA.

Plants, pots or solid-based objects are allowed on decks and patios
subject to the following:

a) Pots, planters or solid-based objects my be used
provided that said objects are raised above the surface
with a plant stand or saucer designed for that purpose
so that water does not accumulate under them.

b) Plants or objects cannot pose a fire risk.

c) Mo exterior plants or objects may be more than FIVE
feet high.



o Single tank propane barbeque grills available in retail stores are the
only type of cooking apparatus allowed on decks and patios. In
addition:

a) Unit owners must ensure that grills are properly stored,
covered and maintained and do not damage decking.

b) Charcoal grills, turkey fryers, smoker grills, open flame
pits or containers and other home made cooking or
heating instruments are not permitted on the property.

c) An owner purchased fire extinguisher is required to be
placed on all decks and patio that have a barbecue.
Fire extinguisher must be fully charged and within easy
reach.

6. The following items are permitted at a unit's entrance:
a) Doormats

b) Plants in containers, as long as they do not interfere
with traffic patterns or pose a safety risk. All plants
shall be less than two feet in height. Containers shall
not be placed upon common area landscaping nor
interfere with any neighboring unit owners enjoyment.

c) A unit owner may hang holiday decorations or small
decorative items with written permission of the Board of
Directors.

7. Any damage done to the deck, patio surface or to siding will be
repaired at the Unit owner’'s expense.

8. Store bought “Rubbermaid” type storage bins are allowed on LUCAs
so long as they are hidden from the view of all other unit owners
(hidden from view is defined as another unit owner unable to see the
item from the inside of that unit owner's residence). Such bins shall not
be greater than four feet in height and five feet in length. Units owners
with second floor decks are not permitted storage bins.

9. No item is allowed on a LUCA except items specifically permitted in
this policy unless it is regularly stored within a permitted and present
storage bin; these items include but not limited to firewood, bicycles,
tarps, signs, recreational items, gardening supplies, tools and toys.
