SIGN POLICY

Resolution #6

WHEREAS, Section _6.7___ of the Association Declaration grants the general
power to create additional rules and regulations for the Association to the Board
of Directors,; and

LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT in order to ensure that owners enjoy the privilege
to place signs related to their unit and the rights of other owners shall be
respected, the Board of Directors establishes a policy as follows:

1

All signs must first be approved by the Board of Directors. All non-
approved signs may be removed without notice.

All signs must be placed within owner’s unit or on the limited common
area associated with owner's unit. No signs are permitted in the
common area.

Any unit owner or agent of unit owner wanting to place a "For Sale”
associated with an Ashbrook Village Condominium must adhere to the
following:

a) For Sale signs must be no greater than 24" inches
width by 24 inches height.

b) No more than two signs are permitted and those signs
must be placed within the interior of the owner’s unit.
No common area “For Sale” signs are permitted.

c) A door handle lock box is permitted at the unit entrance.
No lock box shall be attached to siding or stairwell or
other common area element.

For Sale or temporary commercial signs are prohibited on or within
vehicles parked on association property.

All damage created by a sign shall be the sole responsibility of the Unit
owner associated with the sign. Damage to association property will
be repaired by the association and reasonable repair costs billed to the
property owner.



Complaint Procedure. [f a unit owner is in violation of the patio, deck and
entrance policy, an offended unit owner should first talk with the unit owner and
request correction. If the offense continues, written details should be submitted to
the Board of Directors (or Property Manager) explaining the offense, time, place,
item(s) description and owner's name and address.

1. Upon receiving a written complaint, the Board of Directors or
Property Manager shall promptly notify the unit owner in writing that
they can be subject to a fine of $35.00 for each violation of the sign
policy and an additional fine $15.00 per day until the violation is
remedied.

2. If after an additional 10 days from written notification, a second
written complaint is received against the unit owner, the Board of
Directors or Property Manager shall fine the unit owner $35.00 per
violation of the sign policy and an additional $15.00 per day fine
until the violation is remedied. The per day fine shall begin from the
date of Board of Directors or Property Manager's receipt of the
second written complaint.

Right of Appeal. Appeals must be received in writing by the Board of Directors
(or Property Manager) within 10 days after fines being imposed. If the unit in
question is leased to a renter, the appeal must be made by the property owner or
the property owner's management agent. Once an appeal is received, the Board
(or Property Manager) will schedule a meeting as soon as possible and no later
than 14 days to review the matter with the unit owner, property owner and/or
management agent. No further fining will take place pending the outcome of the
appeal. If the Board (or Property Manager) does not schedule a meeting within
14 days as required, the matter may be considered dropped. The unit owner or
unit owner's failure to attend the meeting shall be considered acceptance of the
fines. The Board’s (or Property Manager's) decision on the appeal is final. If the
appeal is rejected, fines and other provisions become effective three days
following written notification to the property owner. If the appeal is found in the
favor of the unit owner, all fines shall be reversed and written complaints against
the owner removed from record.

Collection Provision. All fines, costs and expenses necessary to enforce this
resolution will be levied against the property owner and shall be an assessment
against the owner's property and subject to all lien and collection powers of the
Association.
